Beachridge Smart Community 
achieves higher Velocity

A new Telstra Smart Community® agreement between 
Beachridge developer, the Ardross Group, and Telstra 
has been signed, which will deliver fibre optic cable 
direct to the home to all housing lots created from 
August 2007 onwards. 

Known as Telstra Velocity™, the service provides potential 
connection to a complete home technology and entertainment 
solution, via a single fibre optic cable. Customers will gain access 
to a full range of telecommunications and entertainment services, 
including high-speed broadband Internet, pay-TV, digital free-to-
air television and up to four fixed line telephone services. 

The provision of this future-proof technology, follows closely on from the successful roll-out of ADSL2+ capable 
broadband infrastructure installed in the previous Beachridge stages, under a Telstra Smart Community agreement 
entered into in 2006. 

Ardross is committed to providing Beachridge residents with 
internet speeds comparable with that available in metropolitan 
Perth and the upgrade to fibre is evidence of this endeavour.  

Telstra in conjunction with Ardross, also offer a $1,500 (conditions 
apply) discount off eligible Telstra services for the first occupier 
of the home, subject to the house being completed within the 
stipulated time period and subscription to applicable Telstra 
Services.

It is expected that the full capabilities of the new infrastructure will be on view and demonstrated on-site upon 
completion of a new WA Country Builders display home at Beachridge, within 12 months.

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It has been more than a year since 
our first Beachridge Bulletin and it has 
been a particularly busy one at that!

Coping with the challenge of 
coordinating earthworks for nearly 
400 lots and civil works for 226 lots in 
the Estate, as well as establishing a 
trial inland lagoon, during one of the 
driest winters on record, certainly took 
its toll on the patience of staff and 
contractors of the Ardross Group, as 
well as Jurien Bay residents near the 
construction zone, during 2006. I take 
this opportunity to thank all those 
directly affected by the rapid pace 
of construction, for their ongoing 
understanding and cooperation.

The Group is committed to taking 
a long term view of the Jurien Bay 
project, as it has done with other 
projects in regional Western Australia, 
namely Albany (since 1970) and 
Bunbury (since 1995). It is necessary to 
plan for the long term in order to make 
the correct short term decisions, with 
respect to environmental, economic 
and social factors.

The Ardross Group is a family owned 
business and celebrates its 50th 
anniversary this year, but does not 
have a monopoly on good ideas.

The construction of first stage of the 
Foreshore Path linking Beachridge 
Estate to the Townsite path net-
work was recently completed. The 
path comprises 1.8km of asphalt 
pathway designed for dual use 
(walking / cycling). A feature of 
this new path, which winds its way 
through Geomorphic Park and 
provides links from Beachridge 

to the townsite and the beach, is 
the Interpretive Artwork created by  
Fremantle artist Steve Tepper. 

The signage provides insight into the 
beach ridge landforms from which the 
estate name Beachridge was derived 
as well as identifying the native flora 
that occurs in the foreshore reserve.

An abridged extract from one of the plaques follows: 

The landforms around Jurien Bay have been 
created over thousands of years by the 
dynamic coastal environment. Wind and 
waves re-shape the shoreline constantly with 
even the gentlest wave affecting change in 
imperceptible ways.  

This process has resulted in major changes 
occurring along the coastline which include 
the formation of dunes. The low, undulating 
dunes on Island Point and elsewhere in Jurien 
Bay are called beach ridge plains.  

These are shown on the map with the approx-
imate date of their formation. The oldest 
ridges are the ones found the furthest from 
the north coast. 

The approximate age of the dunes has 
been established by radio carbon dating.  
The beach ridge plain on the south coast 
of Island Point comprises a series of parallel 

dunes.  You can see the shape and trend of this beach ridge plain on the map.  
These dunes are higher and the intervening swales wider than that of the northern 
beach ridge plain.

Planting the seed

Swale vegetation

The urban planning of Beachridge Estate places a significant emphasis on the use of coastal heath vegetation within public 
open space and the streetscape, to provide a unique sense of place and to support environmental 
sustainability outcomes. The use of locally occurring flora species will be of great benefit to the 
eco system and will ensure that those plants best adapted to this landscape are utilised.

To overcome the lack of availability of coastal species, early in the planning process 
the Developer recognised the need to procure seeds with which to propagate these 
coastal plants. To achieve this aim the Developer engaged revegetation specialists, 
Tranen Pty Ltd, to collect local provenance seed and set up a comprehensive seed 
bank.  

Collections have been carried out across the site for the last two seasons and all 
seed has been cleaned, processed and stored until required. All seed batches are 
provided with an individual code (batch) number which is entered onto a computer 
data base which also includes relevant species identification, date of collection, site 
of collection and viability testing results. 

Cleaning of seed may take several months as some species, such as Banksias, require 
on-going alternate treatments of soaking in water and heating to a high temperature to 
facilitate the removal of seed from the fruit. Other species are dried in racks and trays until 
the seed is dropped out. Seed in pods may need to be put through a threshing 
machine to release the seed. 

Currently the seed bank comprises 129 
individual batches of 97 different local 
species.

Whilst in storage the seed is protected 
from vermin attack and is capable of 
being stored for long periods, in cool 
dry conditions. Prior to propagation the 
seed undergoes special pre-treatment, 
including scarification and aerosol smoking, which breaks the dormancy and assists 
in maximising the rate of germination.

Jetty project under way

Midcoast Homes has been the 
most profilic builder of dwellings in 
Beachridge Estate since the project's 
inception. 

Over 20 homes have commenced 
construction through Midcoast Homes 
in the past three years, which has 
more than justified the faith Mid-Coast 
founder Mick Purcell placed in the 
development of Jurien Bay, when he 
decided to create a local presence 
in the town.

A high level of cooperation has taken 
place to ensure that houses meet the 
Council approved Design Guidelines  
and protective covenants registered 
on the land. Traditional project homes 
designs don't fit the design template, 
especially the "build-to line" require-
ment of three metres.
